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BE IT ENACTED BY THIS CONGRESS THAT:
SECTION 1.	The United States shall require medical insurance companies to cover clinical therapy. 
SECTION 2.	Definitions 
A. Require: Specify as compulsory.
B. Medical Insurance Companies: A company that agrees to pay all or some of the insured person’s healthcare costs in return for payment of a monthly premium.
C. Cover:  Legal entitlement to payment or reimbursement for health care costs.
D. Clinical Therapy: A counselor who identifies, analyzes, and treats emotional issues or mental illnesses.
SECTION 3.	The United States Federal Insurance Office (FIO) shall oversee the implementation of this legislation. 
SECTION 4.	This legislation will take effect the fiscal year of 2026.
SECTION 5.	All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
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
