
A Resolution to Amend the Constitution to Properly Define a Well-Regulated Militia


BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
RESOLVED,	By two-thirds of the Congress here assembled, that the following article is proposed as an amendment to the Constitution of the United States, which shall be valid to all intents and purposes as part of the Constitution when ratified by the legislatures of three-fourths of the several states within seven years from the date of its submission by the Congress:


Amendment #2
SECTION 1:	A well-regulated Militia, being necessary to the security of a free State, the right of the people, who are capable of serving or who have served in the Armed Forces, to keep and bear Arms, shall not be infringed.
