A Bill to Prohibit the Use of Deepfake Technology
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	BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
SECTION 1.  The United States shall require the consent of the parties depicted in the use and distribution of deepfakes created through deepfake technology.
SECTION 2.  Deepfake technology shall be defined as synthetic media that has been altered to represent someone’s actions or words in a false manner.
SECTION 3. 	This legislation shall be overseen by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) and the severity of the punishment will be determined in a court of law.
SECTION 4.  	This legislation shall go into effect in FY 2026. 
SECTION 5.  All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
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
