A Resolution to Move Towards Efficient and Electric Public Transportation
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WHEREAS,	Transportation remains one of the highest contributors to greenhouse gas emissions throughout the United States; and
WHEREAS,	Only around 3% of all commuter, municipal, and trolley buses were zero-emission or all-electric as of 2023; and
WHEREAS,	Greenhouse gas emissions cause a multitude of adverse effects including health risks; and
WHEREAS,	28 million people rely solely on public transportation as their means of commuting to work and school; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED,	That the Congress here assembled move towards a zero-emission public transport system by 2030; and, be it
FURTHER RESOLVED, That public transport be expanded to reduce issues of overcrowding, unexpected delays, and insufficient coverage of cities.
