
A Bill to Require Account Audits of all Federal Judges

BE IT ENACTED BY THIS CONGRESS THAT:
SECTION 1.	The United States shall establish an independent audit department within the Department of Treasury for the purpose of conducting compulsory account audits of all federal judges.
SECTION 2.	Definitions
A. Independent Audit: An examination of a company’s financial records and other business information conducted by a department outside the entity being audited.
B. Compulsory: Required by law or a rule; obligatory.
C. Account Auditing: An objective evaluation of financial statements and processes to ensure that the financial information is accurate and fairly presented and that personal finances are free from unethical political persuasion.
SECTION 3.	The Department of the Treasury, Department of Commerce, and General Services Administration shall oversee the implementation of this legislation.
SECTION 4.	This legislation shall take effect upon passage.
SECTION 5.	All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
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
