A Bill to Establish a National Foster Care System

BE IT ENACTED BY THIS CONGRESS THAT:
SECTION 1.	The United States shall acquire all state governed foster care systems and establish a national foster care system under the direct control of the Department of Health and Human Services, giving them the power to put in place and change any regulations in the system.
SECTION 2.	
A. Acquire: To come into possession of.
B. State Governed: Shall include all foster care systems that are controlled by an individual state.
C. Establish: To set up.
D. Regulations: Rules and requirements.
SECTION 3.	Implementation
A. The U.S Department of Health & Human Services shall oversee the implementation and enforcement of this legislation. 
B. The funding of this bill will be coming from The Children’s Bureau, an organization operated by The Department of Health & Human Services.
SECTION 4.	This bill shall take effect at the start of the fiscal year of 2026.
SECTION 5.	All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
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
