A Bill to Tax Fast Fashion
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	BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
SECTION 1.  	The United States shall implement a 20% additional tax/tariff on all fast fashion items.
SECTION 2.     “Fast fashion” shall be defined as the rapid production of inexpensive low-quality clothing that often mimics the fashion styles of fashion labels, big-name brands, and independent designers. This definition shall include both American-owned businesses and international-owned businesses.
SECTION 3.   	This piece of legislation shall be overseen and enforced by individual State Tax Commissions.
SECTION 4.  	This legislation shall go into effect in FY 2026. 
SECTION 5.    All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
