A Resolution to End the Fentanyl Crisis
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WHEREAS,	More than 68% of overdose-related deaths in 2022 involved illicitly manufactured fentanyl; and
WHEREAS,	90% of fentanyl was seized at legal crossing points or interior vehicle checkpoints; and
WHEREAS,	Fentanyl production and distribution is only increasing throughout our nation and the globe as a whole; and
WHEREAS,	A lack of action now could have unchangeable impacts for the foreseeable future and beyond; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED,	That the Congress here assembled prioritizes the control of fentanyl in both matters of domestic and foreign policy.
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
