A Bill to Fund Post-Secondary Education
BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
The United States shall decriminalize and tax marijuana. The 15% excise tax collected from the growing and selling of marijuana will be used to increase the current funding for PELL Grants. 
Section 2.
Definitions: 

A. An excise tax is defined as a tax that is imposed on the manufacture, sale, or consumption of commodities. 

B. A PELL Grant is a form of need-based federal aid for students in college or other post-secondary education that doesn’t have to be repaid. 
C. Marijuana includes all forms of THC products that are smoked or ingested.
Section 3.
The Department of Treasury shall oversee the implementation of this tax. The Department of Education shall oversee the distribution of PELL grants.
SECTION 4.
This legislation will take effect immediately upon passage. 

SECTION 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
